Whilst we all had a great day in school sadly our neighbours experienced a great deal of difficulty due to inconsiderate parking which has taken some of the shine off a fabulous day.

We have also heard that because our parents were using the yellow lines around the bus stop area one of the local residents who uses a wheel chair was unable to access and use the bus yesterday. Clearly this is not acceptable and certainly does not hold with our School’s Core Values of Responsibility, Acceptance or Justice.
