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	Expressive Arts and Design:

· Use primary and other coloured paint and a range of methods of application. Add oval-shaped pebbles and ready-mixed paint in the creative area for the children to make minibeast pebble art.
· Provide play dough, googly eyes, matchsticks, pipe cleaners and craft pompoms for the children to create model minibeasts.
