For the academic year 2012-13 the school was allocated £6550

For the academic year 2013 -14 the school was allocated £12900
For the academic year 2014 -15 the school has been allocated £14900
For the academic year 2015 – 16 the school has bee allocated £11800
In 2012-13 this was used to support the funding of:
· The work of a TA dedicated to providing 1 to 1 and small group intervention programmes designed to specifically target needs identified within IEPs. This work was planned by the SENCO and delivered by the TA

· The continued work of the Nurture group working with identified pupils including funding an additional member of staff
· DASP behaviour support – through DASP fees
· Provision of an additional TA in Foundation stage and KS1 to provide early intervention support in phonics and numeracy

· Enable TA training and delivery of the Quest reading catch up intervention and the FFT wave 3 reading intervention

· Some 1:1 tuition provision in the summer term
· Assistance for school visits and clothing allocated as needs arise

For the academic year of 2013 - 14 the funding was used to maintain the provision detailed above, in addition it will be used to;

· Support funding for TA training to deliver  Every Child Counts - £1000            

· Support funding of TA provision to provide catch up using; FFT wave 3 reading, Quest and Every child counts 4 afternoons a week 

· Fund the appointment of an additional teacher to provide intervention work either 1:1 or within small groups  (6 hours) – £7500
For the academic year of 2014 - 15 the funding was used to support the funding of;

· 2 Teaching Assistants to implement Every Child Counts and FFT Wave 3 Reading 4 afternoons a week for targeted children- £8726
· The continued work of the Nurture group working with identified pupils delivered by 2 trained Teaching Assistants every week £4378
· Assistance for school visits and clothing allocated as needs arise

· SENNS support -£1396.60
· LA behaviour support – 10hrs -£1080
The Pupil Premium funding ensures that every class has Teaching Assistant support 5 mornings a week. This enables the school to ensure all phonics teaching is targeted to a narrow band of need, target groups to support reading, number skills, S&L programmes and other interventions are securely established within the timetable. 

It also provides release time for the SENCO to support individual need.
In 2013/14 children eligible for pupil premium made at least expected progress.

· SENNS support -£1396.60

2 children are eligible for PP funding in Y2 and 1 child is eligible in Y1 and YR. The Y2 children achieved an APS below their peers but achieved L2 in all subjects with 1 child achieving L2B+ in all subjects. 

These children were given significant additional support to secure these positive outcomes.

The child eligible for PP funding achieved the pass mark for the phonics screening check and achieved an ARE at the end of Y1, making expected progress.

Children with identified SEN in Y2 achieved better than their peers nationally and locally achieving an APS of 15.3 for reading (Dorset 2015 13.3, National 2014 12.2), 15 for writing (Dorset 2015 11.9, National 2013 11.9) and 15.3 for maths (Dorset 2015 13.6, National 2014 13.6)

No children in Y4 were eligible for PP funding.

4 children in Y3 were eligible for PP funding, 1 child exceeded the outcomes of her peers ARE. 3 children were below these children are SA+ and receive a number of interventions and support to secure their literacy and numeracy skills. They were judged as making expected progress
